Step Twelve of Gangsters Anonymous 12 Steps and 12 Traditions: “Having had a spiritual awakening as a result of these steps, we tried to carry this message to other gangsters and to practice these principles in all our affairs.”

**Questions:**
1. Why is it important to carry the message to other gangsters?
2. How can individuals practice these principles in all aspects of their lives?

1. Carrying the message to others extends the support and guidance gained through personal recovery, contributing to a sense of community and helping others find a path to positive change.
